Tools and Things for Work Party & Race Weekend 

Here’s a list of some of the necessary things you will need to bring along with anything else you might think 
of: 
1. Your motorcycle should be in good shape with a dual sport, play bike or quad preferred. Race bikes tend 
to make poor work bikes. 
2. Daypack, number plate bag for carrying your tools, ribbon, cards, supplies and trash bags. 
3. Canteen, camelback or other source of drinking water you can carry while riding and working. 
4. Hammer, mini sledge or ball peen hammers work well. Steel hammer loop to hang on your belt with a  
    velcro strap to hold it in. 
5. Steel rod. (18” x ¾”) or other steel tool to start pilot holes in hard ground. 
6. Heavy Duty staple gun with 1000 ¼” staples. 
7. Inner tube rubber bands, bungee cords, rope for tying things together and onto your bike. 
8. Lightweight bag ( like your camp chairs come in) for carrying stakes. 
9. Black broad tip marker for making road-crossing signs.
